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A Research on the Curriculum Provision of the Education for International
Understanding in the World-class Universities

Abstract: After more than 70 years of development, the Education for International Understanding has been
integrated into teaching activities in many countries. Harvard University in America, Free University of Berlin in
Germany and University of Tokyo in Japan have introduced the concept and activities of the Education for
International Understanding into their curriculum provision by means of setting courses of international issues,
humanities, education and so on. They hold teaching activities and academic exchanges relevant to the Education
for International Understanding as well.
