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A Survey of the Awareness of “Three Confidences” among CPC Members of
Shaanxi College Students

Abstract: Our survey reveals that there is a keen awareness of “three confidences” among CPC members of
Shaanxi college students. They take a firm stand to adhere to the socialism with Chinese characteristics, but their
confidence in China’s current economic and social development situation and the near-term goal to be achieved
remains to be strengthened. Though having a very strong desire for the educational innovation of “three
confidences”, they are expected to bring their individual subjectivity into full play. They attach great importance
to the red resources and historical resources, believing that the promotion of these resources’ values of times
benefits the establishment of the “three confidences”. Moreover, with an overall good attitude to the “three
confidences” the teachers in colleges and universities are not confident enough in the achievement of China’s
near-term development goal and the improvement of their own life. Many of them demonstrate their prejudice and
misunderstanding to the political theory and the ideological and political course, hence a negative effect on the
CPC members of college students in establishing “three confidences”.
