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An Analysis on the Inheritance Relationship between Lenin and Plekhanov

And on the historical status of Plekhanov

Abstract ; Having the inseparable relation with Lenin who is a great revolutionary mentor and the founder of the first
socialist country in the world, Plekhanov is a controversial figure in Russian history. As a Russian revolutionary and
Marxist theorist, Plekhanov first spread Communist Manifesto to Russia which lays his historical position in Russia.
